Information for Senior Citizens, Military Personnel, & Other Absentee Voters

HAND-DELIVER YOUR ABSENTEE BALLOT

Oklahoma law permits absentee ballots to be personally delivered to the County Election Board.
Hand-delivered absentee ballots must be received by your County Election Board no later than the
close of business the Monday before election, i.e., June 15, 2026.

VOTE DURING EARLY VOTING

Oklahoma law authorizes in-person absentee (early) voting on the Thursday and Friday preceding
an election and, for primary elections, on the Saturday preceding the election. For the June 16,
2026 election, early voting is scheduled for June 11-12 from 8 am - 6 pm and June 13 from 8
am - 2 pm. A voter casting an in-person absentee ballot must affirm that he or she has not already
voted a mail absentee ballot. You will be required to sign a form attesting to that fact.r Also, for
voters in Tulsa County, the County Election Board has added a new early voting location:
Tulsa Tech’s Broken Arrow, 4000 W. Florence St. The Tulsa County Election Board’s new
headquarters at 12000 E. Skelly Drive in Tulsa will continue to serve as an early voting site.

VOTE IN PERSON ON ELECTION DAY

If the absentee ballot has not been received and accepted, election officials can provide instructions
regarding surrendering your absentee ballot and being issued a new ballot.

IMPORTANT REMINDER

Mailed absentee ballots must be received by the County Election Board no later than 7:00 p.m. on
election night, June 16, 2026. For questions, call your County Election Board immediately.
